Комментарий: Irving Berlin was born Israel Baline on May 11, 1888. He was one of eight children of Moses and Lena Lipkin Baline. There are several versions concerning his birth city. It could be Tyumen in Russia or one of several villages near the city of Mogilyov (now Belarus), not the city in Siberia. "White Christmas" is a song reminding about an old-fashioned Christmas setting. According to the Guinness Book of World Records, the version sung by Bing Crosby is the best-selling single of all time, with estimated sales in excess of 50 million copies worldwide.
